Temporary Lane Closures on Farmdale Avenue and Exposition Blvd

Attention Residents
and Business Owners

As part of the construction of the Expo Line project, work crews will implement intermittent lane closures at
the intersection of Farmdale Avenue and Exposition Boulevard for sewer line installation. The work is
being managed and performed by the design-build contractor FCI/Fluor/Parsons (FFP, a Joint Venture) and its
subcontractors.

What: Intermittent lane closures for sewer line installation

When:  July 19, 2010 through August 9, 2010
Daytime work hours: Monday through Friday, 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.
Nighttime Work Hours: Monday through Friday, 9:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m.

Where: Intersection of Farmdale Avenue and Exposition Boulevard

Traffic Impacts:

e Eastbound/westbound Exposition Boulevard and northbound/southbound Farmdale
Avenue will remain open to through traffic, but will occasionally experience some delays due
to flaggers directing the temporary lane reconfiguration.

o Pedestrian access will be maintained and detour will be directed by flaggers.

o Directional signage and electronic message boards will be used to safely direct drivers
around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.

e Local access will be maintained for all residents and businesses.

Advisories:
Parking restrictions in all construction areas will be strictly enforced at all times. Please do not
enter the construction work zone and obey all posted construction signs.
